OFFICIAL TERMS & CONDITIONS

The following terms and conditions are incorporated into the Contract for exhibit space at
The Cup Zone, (“Event”) to be held September 18-21, 2008 at Kentucky International
Convention Center (“KICC”);

GENERAL

1. Management Louisville Events Inc. (LEI) will manage the Event. LEI will control changes in
policies, floor plans, times of operation, contests and other operational matters that affect persons
and/or companies that enter into this Contract (“Exhibitors”).

2. Terms of Payment and Refund Policy Exhibitor is required to pay a 50% deposit upon
signing Contract; payment in full due 90 days out. Deposits are non-refundable.

3. Exhibit Installation/Dismantling Event set up begins Monday, September 15 at

9 a.m. All exhibits must be completed by 10 a.m. Thursday September 18. Exhibits must be
dismantled and removed by midnight Sunday, September 21, unless prior approval for extension
is granted by LEI and KICC. NO EXHIBITS ARE TO BE REMOVED OR DISMANTLED
BEFORE 6:30 p.m. SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER 21.

4. Hours of Operation Event officially opens 4 p.m. Thursday, September 18, 2008, and closes
6 p.m. Sunday, September 21, 2008.

5. Loading and Unloading Exhibitors may bring in exhibit materials and/or unload exhibit
materials at no charge. However, all use of dock space for loading and unloading must be
scheduled by LEI’s contracted show producer, National Pastime Sports (NPS) (“Producer”).

NPS also will unload, assemble, load and store exhibit materials upon request for a negotiated fee.

6. Rules and Regulations Exhibitor agrees to abide by and adhere to all rules, regulations and
policies established throughout by LEL, KICC or its authorized representatives. Exhibitors are
prohibited from using pyrotechnic or other like or similar materials in this facility. Exhibitors shall
defend, indemnify and hold harmless LEI, its members, officers, employees, agents and servants
from any and all causes of action, claims, losses and damages of any nature arising from the
Exhibitors failure to abide by any and all rules and regulations established by LEI and KICC and
any and all applicable federal, state and county statutes, regulations and resolutions.

7. Use of Space All product demonstrations and collateral materials must pertain to Exhibitor’s
products and services. All official Exhibitor activities must take place within booth space. No
Exhibitor shall reassign, sublet or share booth space unless approved in writing by LEI. All booths
must be staffed at all times by Exhibitor during Event hours of operation.

8. Copyright and Trademark Materials Exhibitor warrants that all copyrighted and
trademarked material to be performed or used during the period covered by the Contract has been
duly licensed or authorized by the copyright owners or their representatives and that such licensing
is solely the duty of the Exhibitor. Exhibitor agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless LEI
and all of its members, officers, employees, agents and servants from any and all causes of action,
claims, losses, or expenses.

9.(a) Insurance Exhibitor, for itself and on behalf of decorators, agents contractors, service
people or others employed by Exhibitor shall, during the entire term of this lease, secure, furnish
and maintain insurance as follows:

(1) Worker's Compensation Insurance as required by the State of Kentucky.

(ii) Comprehensive General Liability Insurance with minimum combined limits of liability of
$500,000 for bodily injury and/or property damage in any one occurrence.

Such insurance coverage shall name LEI, KICC, Producer, the officers, agents and employees of
each as additional insured parties.

Insurance must cover exhibits as well as any auxiliary functions held by the Exhibitor. Such policy
shall be issued by any insurance company authorized to transact business in the State of Kentucky.
Exhibitor shall furnish LEI with appropriate Certificates of Insurance reflecting such coverages.
Such Certificate shall also provide that coverage will begin no later than September 15, 2008 and
not be cancelled or materially altered prior to December 30, 2008.

(b) Indemnity Exhibitor, on behalf of itself, its agents, servants, employees, customers and guests,
hereby agrees to assume, defend at all times, indemnify, protect, save and hold harmless Producer,
LEIL KICC and their officers and directors, agents, servants and employees against claims or
demands arising or resulting from any activities conducted in preparation for or as part of the
exhibit, including but not limited to the claims of any employee or agent of the Exhibitor, and the
claims of any other person for damages for bodily injury, sickness, mental anguish or death. LEI,
KICC, Producer and their officers and directors, agents, servants and employees shall not be liable
for any loss, damage or injury to the property of the Exhibitor that is sustained and used by the
Exhibitor in the space provided by LEI.

10. Amendment This contract shall only be amended or modified upon the written consent of
both LEI and the Exhibitor.

11. Cancellation Exhibitors canceling from the Show (or deemed by LEI to have cancelled
due to non-payment of amounts as they fall due) or who fail to exhibit, shall be liable for
100% of the total contract cost/value.

12. Choice of Law
(a) The terms and provisions of this lease shall be governed under the laws of the
State of Kentucky.

(b) Exhibitors agree to submit any controversy or claim arising out of or related to this contract or
breech thereof exclusively to the courts of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

13. Security LEI will provide security during the Event hours of operation and at all times will
secure the areas of KICC where the Event takes place. However, LEI shall not guarantee Exhibitor
products against loss by theft. Exhibitors may hire private security with the approval of LEI and
KICC management.

14. Force Majeure If KICC shall become untenable because of fire, strikes, lockouts, failure of
power, riots, war, unavoidable casualty, acts of God or other reasons of a like nature not the fault of
either party, the Exhibitor agreement shall terminate. If such termination occurs, LEI shall refund
Exhibitor fees, less a proportionate share of the Event cost incurred.

EXHIBIT SPECIFICATIONS

15. Booth Construction (a) Size Standard size 10x10 booth, costing $1500, will be equipped
with 8 high drape background and 3’ side rail drape divider on each side. All booths include one
8’ table and two chairs and nightly cleaning service. Larger booths will be charged agreed upon
fees over and above the $1500 and will contain materials as negotiated. Carpet for the floor of
each booth is available through the Producer for a fee. Carpeting not secured from Producer must
be approve by LEI. All exhibits must fit within the confines of their assigned space so as not to
impede traffic flow, infringe on the space of other Exhibitors or violate emergency exit routes.

(b) Electrical, Telephone and Internet Service Fees KICC has exclusive contracts with service
providers. Contact information will be provided to Exhibitors upon request. Approximate costs:
Standard 120 volt/10 amp electrical service is $84; Single Phase and Three Phase electrical start at
$240; Analog phone line for credit card machine is $225; Internet service starts at $700. Wi-Fi is
available in lobby sections of KICC for approximately $10 per day.

(c) Banners Exhibitors must create and handle their own banners and signage; LEI reserves the
right to approve all banners and signs.

(d) Character of Exhibits LEI reserves the right to approve the character of all displays and to
prohibit any display which, because of objectionable features, detracts from the general character
of the Show. Advertising, signs and activities that are aggressively promotional in nature, intended
for use in the booths, the exhibit hall or the approaches thereto, must be submitted to LEI for
approval.

16. Provisions LEI shall provide Exhibitors contractually agreed upon space in KICC, heat,
air conditioning and standard convention center lighting, as well as other items specified in this
document.

17. Care of Building and Booths Exhibitors must protect KICC walls, columns and floors from
damage. Exhibitors will be held responsible and billed for damage and/or excess debris left in
Exhibitor’s space.

18. Noise While the operation of displayed products is encouraged, such operation must be
accomplished without creating a sound factor that would be objectionable to neighboring booths.
LEI reserves its right to cancel any exhibit space contract, without penalty, in the event that such
noise becomes disruptive to the Show. Use of sound slides, sound motion pictures, loud speakers
and other sound devices are subject to the approval of Producer. Use of video, DVDs and/or
slides will be permitted only if they are directly related to products, services, techniques or use of
product. Exhibitors are responsible for all applicable licensing fees as defined in section 8.

19. Fire Marshal Requirements The Exhibitor must follow the State Fire Marshal’s minimum
fire safety requirements which are enforced at all shows, trade, commercial, or otherwise, and shall
apply whether the exhibit is open or closed to the public. Each Exhibitor must comply with the
applicable ordinances and regulations of the Kentucky State Fire Marshal’s Office.

20. Food and Beverages No person shall carry or transport into KICC any alcoholic or non-
alcoholic beverages except with specific permission of LEI and KICC. Violation of any of the
foregoing will be punishable as provided by law. Food sales are prohibited unless cleared in advance
by KICC and its contracted food service vendor. LEI and KICC management must approve free
food sampling in advance.

21. Exhibitor Conduct No soliciting of registrants shall be permitted in the aisles or in other
Exhibitor’s booths. Samples, catalogues, pamphlets, souvenirs and other promotional items may
be distributed by Exhibitors and their representatives only within their booths. No Exhibitor shall
be permitted to conduct any prize drawings or awards for signing of names and addresses, without
prior approval of LEL. All signs, advertising, literature and other promotional material must
directly relate to the Exhibitor’s name, product and service as set forth and approved in the Exhibit
Space Contract. The Exhibitor’s officers, agents and employees may not wear clothing that LEI
deems as inappropriate or not in keeping with the character of the Show. LEI reserves the right to
close and exhibit leased herein, without liability, should the Exhibitor, the exhibit or any employees
engage in acts that are substantially disruptive and the against the best interest of the Event.
